Students who are successfully placed will usually have to leave their current school to enrol in a
school with an opportunity class for Years 5 and 6. Opportunity classes are just one of the ways that
we cater for our high potential and gifted students.

Testing and assessment

Applications for opportunity class placement are considered on the results of the Opportunity Class
Placement Test. Students who wish to be considered for placement are required to sit the Oppor-
tunity Class Placement Test on Thursday 1% August 2024.

The English K-10 curriculum emphasizes the
importance of writing quality sentences that form
well structured paragraphs as part of student’s
written text. There is an expansive number of
concepts (see blue list) that students need to learn
throughout K-6 to achieve rich written text. Each
fortnight this term sentence writing concepts will
be examined for parents and carers to gain a
deeper understanding.

What is a ‘simple sentence’?

A simple sentence is the most basic type of
structure. It has only one independent clause and
no subordinate clause. An independent clause is a
group of words that has subject and a verb and
can stand alone. On the other hand, a subordinate
clause, also known as dependent clause, is a group
of words that do not express a complete thought;
hence, it can’t be a sentence on its own.
